The President’s Volunteer Service Award is a Prestigious Award presented to anyone who is 

committed to serving the community. Below you find the requirements and levels for The 

President’s Volunteer Service Award. 

 

Hours must be completed in a 12-month period, the Acworth Public Safety Cadets, Inc will 

calculate hours from January – December of each year. 

 

Volunteer hours worked with the Acworth Public Safety Cadets will be automatically recorded 

by signing in/signing out at the event with the Events Lieutenant and recorded by the Lead 

Mentor.  

 

Cadets can also submit hours outside of the Acworth Public Safety Cadets. These hours will be 

the responsibility of the Cadet to track. The Cadet will also be responsible for submitting a log of 

the hours with proof of the hours submitted. Hours will be verified and if approved the hours will 

be applied to the award application.  

Before the deadline of each year, the Cadet will be required to submit the application on the next 

page along with the documentation of all hours.
